This matter relates to charges filed by the Investigations
Officer against Don L. West and Luther A. Watson (sometimes
referred to as the "Respondents"). A.hearing was held before me on
these charges and post-hearing briefs were thereafter submitted by
the parties. Having reviewed the evidence and the post-hearing
briefs, I find that the Investigations Officer has not met his just

cause burden in proving the charges.

I. The Charges
There are three charges at issue. Charges One and Two apply

to both WeSt and Watson. Charge Three applies to Watson alone.

A, Charge One
The Investigations Officer has charged West and Watson with:

[A]Jcting in‘a manner to bring reproach upon the IBT
and violating [their] oath[s], in violation of Article
II, section 2(a) and Article XIX, sections 6(b) (1) and
(2) [of the IBT Constitution] and violating [their]
fiduciary duties as . . . officers,
